Contour lines snall show existing graae
and indicate any grade changes of more than one
foot, that will Dbe caused by the construction.
flevaction of all property cCOIners snall be spown 1n
accordance with tne approved grading plan. The site
plan shall also locate and icentify all construction
including, but not limited tO, scorage sheds, pool
nonse s, ©tCs; =heir roof overnang lines, and
sinisned floor elevations, all setpacks at point of
minimum perpendicular cistance to each property
boundary, &all walks, dgrives, patios, aecks, and
wzlls and/or fences and tneir construction
materials.,

B. Every resiacence shall have a garage with at least a
two car capacity.

A single lot may not have more than
3 garage spaces facing the street.

9. Each residential unit must have a minimum of two
paved off-street parking spaces wnicn may include the drive
patn from the street to the garage. At least two off-street
parking spaces shall be accessible to tne main entry of the
resiaence.

10. Detached garages, appurtenant structures or otner
puildings may be constructed on the lots, provided:

a. Such structures must be compatible to the
residence in design and construction; and

b. Such structures' exterior appearance and
siting on the lot must be consistent with the visual
appearance of the dawelling unit, and may not exceed
cne story in height, and they may not D€ larger than
750 square feet,

c. All lots adjoining Golf Course shall have
no dGetached building or structures in rear setpack
of lots. '

11. All lots must have & sidewalk which shall be 4 fFeec
wide, and of concrete construction. nis sidewalk may meande:r
anvwhere in tne area between tne curb and a line fifteen feet
(15') behind the curb so as to be incorporated within tne
landscape plan; however, 1t must be located immediately
adjacent to the curb at the side property lines. (5¢ce
Paragrapn $#32 regarding mallbox location)

appurtenant structures and improvements, must be consistent
wizn the high guality standards estaplished for The Broadmoo:
Neighpornood and the appearance must be consistent, compatible
wizn, and complimentary to preceeding construction on agjacenc
